We offer two doctoral study programmes: general
medicine and dentistry. The programmes take 6 years to
complete and can only be studied in-person and full-time.
Our excellent teachers maintain contacts with renowned
partners from the most eminent European and American
universities. We also offer postgraduate doctoral studies
both in-house and externally, as well as specialization
studies.

We use innovative methods of education

We are intimately familiar with the specific nature of med-
ical teaching. That is why we employ cutting-edge and
innovative approaches that prepare our students to apply
the acquired knowledge practically.
